
HERRINGBONE LACE SCARF 
A Knitting Design by Karen Klemp 

 
Finished Size of Scarf: 5 ½” x 72” 
 
Materials: 4 50-gram balls (109 yards each) of 
DK-weight yarn.  (I used Adrienne Vittadini’s  
merino/silk Martina. Other great choices 
would be Classic Elite Wool Bamboo, Misti 
Alpaca Suri Silk, or Plymouth Taj Mahal 
Super); size 6 needles or size to obtain gauge. 
 
Gauge: scarf should measure 5 ½” across.  If 
it is narrower, move up to larger needles; if it 
is larger, switch to smaller needles. 
 
Cast on 32 sts. 
 
K 4 rows 
 
Pattern Row: K 2, yo, K 2 together, *K 1, yo K 
2 together, repeat from * across, K last st.  
 
Repeat pattern row until scarf measures 71” 
 
K 4 rows. Bind off, cut, and weave in ends. 
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
